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Baked Goods Contest Rules
1.
Contest is open to amateur cooks only. Professional cooks are not allowed. (A professional cook is one who is engaged in the preparation of baked goods for money.)

2.
Entries must check in at the judges table between 12:00 and 1:00pm on Saturday, September 20, 2008. The check in times for each category are noted below.

3.
Following are the categories for this years Baked Goods Competition and their corresponding check in times. NOTE: NO LATE CHECK INS PERMITTED.

Pies - check in from 1:00 - 1:15pm

Fruit . Apple, Cherry, Peach, Blueberry, etc.

Custard . Pumpkin, Cheesecake, Lemon Meringue, Pecan, etc.

Cream . Lemon, Chocolate, Banana, Coconut, etc.

Cakes - check in from 1:15 - 1:30pm

Layer

Sheet

Cookies - check in from 1:30 - 1:45pm

Chocolate Chip

Bar - includes Brownies, Lemon Bars, etc.

Other . includes Sugar, Peanut Butter, Oatmeal Raisin, etc.

4.
Entry must be placed in a disposable container covered with plastic wrap or appropriate top or placed in a closable plastic bag. The festival committee will not be responsible for any non-disposable containers of any type.

5.
Entry must be home prepared by the entrant . NO MIXES.

6.
A list of ingredients must be provided with the entry.

7.
Entries requiring refrigeration WILL NOT be accepted.

8.
You may only enter once per category. This means you may only enter once in each of the Pie categories, once in each of the Cake categories, and once in each of the Cookie categories.  You may enter up to eight categories. The categories are listed above. The entry fee for the first entry is $10.00. Each entry after the first entry is $5.00. For example, the fee for one entry in both Pies and Cakes is $15.00. The entry fee for one entry in each of the eight categories is $45.00. All entry forms and payment of applicable fee must be paid before entries will be judged.

9.
Judging will begin at immediately following the close of the categories check in time on October 3, 2009.   No late entries will be accepted.  All entries will be submitted to the judges in numbered containers. Entries will be judged in groups of like items. Each judge will score each numbered entry on a scale in each of the following areas: aroma, general appearance, texture/tenderness, and taste. Total points per entry will determine placement in each category. The decision of the judges is final.

10.
First, second, and third place entries in each category will be awarded ribbons. In addition, a cash prize of $50 will be awarded to the highest overall score given to a single entry (regardless of which category it comes from). In case of a tie for ribbons, placement will be determined by a coin toss. In case of a tie for the cash prize, the winning entries will divide the prize equally.
